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How The Children Can Help?


Wear full school uniform Monday - Thursday. Wear in PE clothes on Fridays. 


Bring a coat to school every day. Summer uniform can be worn as normal during September.





Only bring a healthy snack for break, plastic lunchbox & water bottle (easily wiped) and packet of tissues for personal use.





Schoolbags should be brought in daily. Bags should include stationery such as pencil case with pencils, sharpener, rubber, colouring materials and a glue stick. (No scissors are to be sent to school.)





Practise good hand hygiene and respiratory hygiene with support from staff (washing hands, using a tissue, coughing into their elbow.)





Follow directions on social distancing provided.

Dear Parents,


This leaflet is to inform you of the school reopening plans for the academic year 2021-22. Our aim is to welcome every child back to St. Mary’s on Wednesday the 1st of September.





Teachers will use a combination of weekly and daily homework in class. Schoolbags, books and pencil cases are low risk, therefore children should bring in their own school bag and pencil case daily.  





We will continue to operate the staggered start and finishing times according to alphabetical order. These are set out later in this leaflet. We apologise for any inconvenience this may cause. This will have a dual purpose to promote social distancing and reduce traffic congestion on the main road as the rear access will be unavailable until mid-October. 





From Wed 1st Sep P.2 – P.7 children will have a full day at school according to staggered start and finishing times. 


P.2 children use similar alphabetical order for drop off and pick up, 1.40pm, 1.50pm & 2pm.





P.5 & 6 will continue to be taught in the dining hall for the foreseeable future.





There will be no outside play before school starts.


Breakfast Club 8.am-8.45am will be an option if we have enough numbers. After school Club 2pm-3pm will also be an option for P.1 & P.2 parents if we have enough children interested. Children will access their classrooms directly every morning, no passing through the main building. As far as possible children walk to the classroom door themselves, P.1’s excepted.





How The Staff Will Help?


All staff will monitor children washing their hands on arrival to school, before and after outside play, before eating and after using the toilet. Warm water, soap, paper towels and hand sanitiser will be available in each classroom

All staff will implement the “Protective Bubble” strategy. This will have consistent memberships as far as possible with decreased interactions with other “bubbles” or staff.





All pupils will have a set seat in their classroom and each class an assigned play area outside.





Lunch and break will be eaten in the classrooms. 





All frequently touched areas e.g. desk tops, handrails, sinks, door handles, toilets, will be cleaned regularly throughout the day.





All classes will be provided with cleaning substances which are proven to be effective against the spread of Covid19

Staff will inform parents of any confirmed cases of Covid19 in their child’s bubble.








How The Parents/Guardians Can Help?


When escorting children to and from school all adults must adhere to Social Distancing Guidelines. There should be no congregating around the school gates at any time.


Only 1 adult should escort a child to school.





As far as possible children should walk to their class unattended, except P.1.





Parents will not be permitted beyond the office hatch without permission from the Principal. Only one person at any time at the hatch, anyone waiting must wait outside the main door.





Any parent who wishes to speak to a member of staff can ring the office or email the teacher.





Help your child/children practise good hand and respiratory hygiene.





Send inhalers/medication for agreed medication plans to school on the first day in a sealed plastic lunchbox clearly labelled with the child’s name and class teacher.





Any pupil who has been a Close Contact or displaying symptoms of Covid19 MUST self-isolate at home and book a PCR test as soon as possible. 





Regarding close contact, if the PCR is negative, the children can immediately return to school. PHA guidance states they take another test on day 8 of the close contact.
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
